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The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held evening at 7:00 PM at the Gardiner Town Hall.  Present were Supervisor Katz, Councilmen Koenig, Mele & Wiegand and Councilwoman Lemmon.  There were approximately 21± audience members.

HIGHWAY REPORT 

Supervisor Katz complimented the Highway Dept. on a wonderful job clearing the roads this season.  He stated that he has received many calls from residents who are pleased with the road care.   

Supt. of Highways Charles Haynes was present to give the Town Board an account of the winter season to date.  They have had 19 call outs in 39 days.  The salt is just about used up.  The equipment is holding up well.  $75,000 has been expended for the winter upkeep.  There is $12,262 left.  They dept. has gone through 600 tons of salt and 1400 tons of stone dust.  The highway crew is a very dedicated group.  No one has missed any call outs and Mr. Haynes highly praised his men.  
There have been many instances this year of personal plow drivers plowing across town roads and leaving quite a mess behind.  Mr. Haynes stated that this is a very dangerous situation.  It was suggested that a letter be sent to the paper outlining the danger and the seriousness of the problem.  
FINAL FISCAL REPORT 2010

Supervisor Katz reported that the Town’s general fund had more available at the end of 2010 than when we started on January 1, 2010.  Are finances are in good shape. 

CELL TOWER RESOLUTIONS
Councilman Mele did a background presentation of the cell tower process from October 21, 2010 through the present time.  He outlined the sites to be considered, the term of the contract and the income to the Town.  All costs of the application, construction and maintenance of the cell towers will be borne by the tenant – Wireless Edge.  Tonight the Board would like to complete the SEQR review, finalize public comment and adopt the resolutions.  At the next meeting the Town Board would like to start the application process.  The SEQR review tonight is strictly for the resolutions to be adopted tonight, not on the construction of the towers.  Supervisor Katz reviewed each Negative Declaration for both locations.  
There was discussion on who the applicant is – the Town or Wireless Edge-, the height of the towers, segmentation, the lease agreement, who the carriers might be, what is the town’s responsibility if the wireless company should go bankrupt or decide to leave, SEQR approvals, lead agency, reliability of Wireless Edge, lights and public review of the contracts. A lengthy discussion ensued about the release of the contract documents allowing the public to review before approval.  A motion was made by Councilwoman Lemmon, seconded by Councilman Wiegand, to release the documents and vote on the resolutions on March 1.  Supervisor Katz and Councilmen Koenig & Mele voted nay.  Motion fails.  A second motion was made by Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilman Wiegand and carried, to release the documents via the website with the understanding it will be voted upon in March.  Councilman Koenig voted nay.
