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The regular meeting of the Gardiner Town Board was held this date at the Gardiner Town Hall. The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Katz at 7:00 PM.  Present were Councilmen Koenig, Mele and Wiegand and Councilwoman Lemmon.  There were approximately 22+ audience members. 
PLANNING BOARD OPENING

The term of Joseph Hayes will expire on April 1.  Supervisor Katz will announce through the website and the local papers of the term expiration and offer to anyone interested in serving on the Planning Board to contact the Town Supervisor for an interview. 
LIBRARY REPORT

Glenn Gidaly, President of the Library Board of Trustees made a presentation to the Town Board regarding the Library.  Barbara Sides, Vice President was also present.  Mr. Gidaly covered the organizational structure of the Library, the history, budgeting, community support and the final cost of the construction of the new building and how it was paid for.  Final cost for the building was $1.9 million.  

There are 3,000 resident card holders.  This year circulation reached a total of 45,000.  The memorial bricks have been placed in a patio outside. The Library will be taking over the bookkeeping from the Town Hall on July 1, 2011 and they will be setting up an endowment fund.  Mr. Gidaly was thanked for his report.  
COMPUTER COMMUNICATIONS

Michael O’Donnell made a presentation to the Town Board explaining the advantages of electronic communicating through twitter and facebook.  After the presentation Supervisor Katz stated that he would speak to the town attorney about legalities of participating on these sites. 

ENVIRONMENTAL CONSERVATION COMMISSION FUNDING

Carol Richman, Chairman of the ECC received a quote of $160 per hour from Russell Urban-Meade.  With the presentation it should be approximately 8 to 9 hours of work.  

Councilman Wiegand stated that he believes the law is too complicated.  It will be tough to implement and costly to enforce. 

Councilman Mele believes it is very restrictive and questioned what problem this was intended to solve.  Board members discussed back and forth with Ms Richman at great length about the law, funding and Mr. Urban-Meade’s presentation fee.  Supervisor Katz suggested introducing the law next month for discussion purposes.  Mr. Katz will contact Russell Urban-Meade to see if he would be willing to reduce his fee somewhat.   This will be on next month’s agenda. 
CLOSING OF THIRD STREET

Temple Piccoli and Brad Dow is requesting the Town to close Third Street on July 23rd for their daughter’s wedding.  Supervisor Katz spoke to our attorney and he felt that this was a bit questionable due to liability, safety and setting a precedent.  The road itself would be used for the celebration and the residents will maintain an emergency egress for safety reasons.  

Councilman Koenig is in favor of closing the road as well as Councilman Mele, who would also like a release from the adjoining neighbors regarding liability.  On motion of Councilman Mele, seconded by Councilwoman Lemmon and carried, the Town Board believes there is no issue with the road closure but does request a letter from the Fire Department on safety.
