RESOLUTION ROUTE 299 NO PARKING 

Resolution No. 101 – Route 299 No Parking -  Offered by Councilman Mele 

Whereas, the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation Maintains a campsite on the South Side of Rt.299 in the Town of Gardiner, and

Whereas, the DEC is reducing the number of campsites at the location from 22 to 9 due to the continued adverse impact on public health, safety and environmental resources at the Shawangunk Multiple Use Area, and

Whereas, there are plans in the near future for additional campgrounds on Rt. 299 on lands owned by Mohonk Preserve. These campgrounds will be installed by the Palisades Interstate Parks Commission and maintained by the Mohonk Preserve and the American Alpine Club.

Whereas, there has been an ongoing problem of parking on the side of the road by illegal campers that has caused safety problems in this area,

Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Town Board of Gardiner requests that there be no parking on either side of Rt. 299 from the intersection of Rt. 44/55 to the Wawarsing Turnpike and that approvals be sought from the necessary agencies.
