DISCUSSION ROUTE 299 CAMPGROUND

Palisades Interstate Park Commission in conjunction with Mohonk Preserve and Alpine Mountain Club is planning a campground adjacent to the DEC Multiple Use area on Route 299.  Adjoining property owners were present with attorney George Rodenhousen to voice their displeasure with the layout of the campground.  Mr. Rodenhausen stated that the campground has been in the works for approximately 16 years.  The plan is to have the Mohonk Preserve and the Alpine Mountain Club manage the property.  Although the Town really has no say in the design of this campground, Mr. Rodenhausen is asking the Board to take jurisdiction to require site plan review by the Planning Board.     He is asking the Town Board to write a letter to Palisades Interstate Park Commission requesting them to make an application to the town Planning Board.   He also presented a list of 13 concerns of the neighbors.  Several neighbors spoke about the fact that they are not opposed to the campground, but to the layout of the campground.  This is not a trivial plan and it is in the best interest of the community for the Town Board to take a stand at the very least in the design perspective.  Supervisor Katz will contact both Mohonk Preserve and the Palisades Interstate Park Commission to schedule a meeting between them, the Town Board and the neighbors.

LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES OPENINGS
The Library Board of Trustees has recommended David Dukler as the financial officer and Susan Hill as the recording secretary.  Both are to be appointed to a 5 year term.  Board members stated that in the past openings were advertised in the paper and interviews were conducted.  Supervisor Katz will place an ad in the paper and Board members will hold interviews before the next meeting.  

Leitha Ortiz-Lesh was appointed to fill the unexpired term of Michael Vance. 

ZBA OPENING

Alternate ZBA member Arun Lahiri has tendered his resignation.  Supervisor Katz will advertise for this opening. 

LIVABLE COMMUNITY GROUP

This program has been created to help senior citizens in the community to stay up to date on current activities within the senior community.  A survey was conducted throughout the Town based on enhanced STAR applications.  With the information gathered, a handbook of services will be distributed throughout the area.  Supervisor Katz suggested that the Town have a dedicated phone line at the Town Hall connected to an answering machine, which will be checked daily by a member of the committee, to answer any questions.

2012 BUDGET PROCESS

Supervisor Katz addressed the tax cap law recently adopted by the State of New York.  The cap will be applied to the general fund and the highway fund less revenues, such as CHiPS, mortgage tax, transfer fees etc.  The 2% is only on the tax levy (amount to be raised by taxes) not on the full budget.  
Supervisor Katz explained that the cap can be overridden by local law which must be adopted prior to budget adoption.  

The Supervisor will be giving all department heads their budget worksheets this week and will ask for a return date of September 6.  Once all figures are received the Board will meet with all department heads and have the tentative budget by the end of September.  Budget meetings will be conducted during the month of October and a public hearing will be scheduled for early November.
